Minutes 
1. Project Ideas: 
· Charity events – A sponsored Walk, a local concert, showcasing young peoples talent, Newham’s Got Talent!!!!
· A local Young persons Marathon – set up and ran by the Youth Council. 

· Sports Day event – Bringing top sportsmen and women together to compete in the ‘best of the best’ schools tournament! 

· A summer Fair – The Youth Council to run a fair for the Borough, bringing as many young people from across the Borough with a variety of activities and stalls! 

· Music Projects – Getting young people into studios and learning about the trade. 

· Run projects for young offenders – Have criminal record or have spent time in prison, to assist in easing them back into the community. 

· Sporting events to be run alongside the Olympics – Set up and ran by young people.

· End of year party – To celebrate the success of the Olympics and 2012 Youth Council.
· Run a young person magazine rather as opposed to ‘theNewhamMag’ – edited and put together by the Youth Council for the Young people of Newham.

· Focus on the Drama and Creative arts priorities of Abrahams manifesto – A theatre set up by the Youth Council and ran by Drama Students for people who struggle to access drama facilities. 

· Run a drama contest for groups of young people who put together a short play – with the winning group or individual given access to Performing Arts College (or a work experience day for the team)

· Christmas concert - Local talent and up and coming musicians to showcase there work, small entry fee for all attendees that can go towards the fundraising for the year and given to a chosen charity. 
· Run some campaigns and events based on issues young people face – STOP Smoking, Sexual health…

· Make a Newham production/film, based on young people’s perception of their Borough.

· Home work clubs – Arrange a quite space for young people to get on with their work – organised and ran by the Youth Council.

· Campaign for more lights on the Greenway, ensuring that it’s a safer place for young people to be at night time. 

· A cook off – Masterchef style cooking contest for young people to compete in; perhaps bring in a celebrity chef to judge the contest. 
· Martial arts competition and incorporate a cheerleading contest into the same event – bringing the local fight clubs together to push for more young people to get involved in such sports. 

2. What you as the Youth Council wish to gain from being Councillors, and how would you like to see the youth council run in the future: 

· Work experience with local companies, showing that young people can work within any organisation and to help build CV’s.

· Bringing together as many young people from within Newham as we can, working in collaboration with local organisations to make events ran by the Youth Council as productive and successful as possible.
· Promote the Youth council in as many ways as possible; to make sure the young people and community are aware of the work that is being done. 

· Run a trip for the Youth council, to celebrate the success of the Youth Council and the 2012 Olympics.

· Let young people get to know the work that is done within the Youth Council, so that the younger generation know what they do and aspire to join.
