An appeal into an enforcement notice served by Newham Council concerning the site of the Alif Academy in Katherine Road, Forest Gate, is to be determined by way of a public inquiry.

The Planning Inspectorate has agreed that the large amount of technical evidence presented and significant local interest in the appeal mean that more formal proceedings will benefit all parties concerned.

The appeal hearing schedule for 7 February has been cancelled and a new date will be set.

Wales to cut the ribbon on their new £8m refurbished and enlarged school.

The school in Atlas Road has been undergoing a phased transformation since

2009 to provide fit for purpose teaching spaces as well as more comfortable and spacious classrooms.

As a result of the improvements, the school has been able to increase in size from 420 to 630 pupils, including nursery places.

The Mayor said: “Curwen Primary School is an excellent school. By increasing the capacity we’ve ensured that more people can send their children there. The head teacher and staff have done a great job in maintaining the high standard of learning while the work was going on.”

A total of 14 classes were refurbished and seven new ones added. There is a new kitchen, separate dining and gym halls and better toilet facilities. Photo voltaic panels have been added to generate electricity for the school.

Dangerous leads are unplugged

Around 1,000 laptop leads that could electrocute people and cause fires have been seized in a swoop by Newham Council’s trading standards officers working with colleagues from Essex County Council.

The leads, destined for an address in Upton Park’s Green Street area, were

confiscated at Stansted Airport in January. They did not have proper protection against live parts or proper insulation. A laboratory test on one revealed dangerous circuits and lack of safety markings.

Officers believe the leads are being imported illegally from China. Councillor Unmesh Desai, Newham Council’s executive member for crime and anti-social behaviour, said: “These were dangerous leads and computer users – many of them children – could have been put at risk.

“The prompt and proactive action by our trading standards service has ensured that unsuspecting users are not maimed or electrocuted.”

United in efforts to save money

Newham Council has joined forces with five other East London boroughs to share services that will save around £15m in the next two years and help protect the services that matter most to residents.

Havering, Barking and Dagenham, Waltham Forest, Redbridge, Newham and Tower Hamlets councils have all signed a memorandum of understanding to identify areas where working together on joint contracts will deliver better value for money.

The programme, East London Solutions, has so far involved projects including a shared translation and interpretation service, shared ICT arrangements and a joint highways and street lighting contract.

Others in the pipeline are a shared emergency planning management team, joint procurement exercises in passenger transport and minor road works and a shared print unit.

Mayor Sir Robin Wales said: “Where we can, we will share our back office functions and work together to develop new ways to deliver services to meet the needs of our communities.”

Mayor cross over river plans

Mayor Sir Robin Wales has said that proposed new river crossings across the Thames announced by the Mayor of London do not go far enough.
Boris Johnson unveiled plans for a road tunnel at Silvertown and a new ferry at Gallions Reach in Beckton. Newham Council has for years campaigned for sufficient local river crossings to help relieve congestion, improve daily travel for residents and businesses and realise the economic potential of the area.

Sir Robin Wales said: “A tunnel without a further bridge at Beckton will not meet present demand and is wholly inadequate for the increased traffic expected in the future.

“Significant routes across the river must be delivered as soon as possible or else the east of London will have to cope with only three congested crossings, while the west of London and Central London continue to enjoy a choice of more than 30.”

Games stars are an inspiration

More than 300 people attended a special event held to commemorate the lives lost during the Second World War, when the Nazis murdered millions of Jews and other minority groups.

The theme for this year’s event was Speak Up, Speak Out, and it encourages standing up to all forms of persecution and genocide and challenging those who seek to deny the Holocaust.

Mayor Sir Robin Wales was joined by Gillian Walnes MBE, chief executive of the Anne Frank Trust, whose speeches echoed the themes of the event.

Sir Robin said: “Remembering the Holocaust is our opportunity to learn the lessons of this horrific event. We are all different, we have different ideals, cultures and upbringings. We should share our experiences and embrace what makes us the same, not what stands us apart.

“We are a democratic and tolerant borough who stand together because we know it makes our community stronger; stronger against racism, prejudice and other forms of bigotry. 
The Holocaust serves as a disturbing reminder of what can happen when prejudices are allowed to develop and we should learn the lessons the past provides and vow to never let anything like it happen again.”

The event featured recitals from winners of a writing competition held to mark Holocaust Memorial Day. Winners Joseph Afolabi from St Luke’s Primary School and Tafsia Sikdar from Sarah Bonnell School and runners-up Rahul Arora from North Beckton Primary School and Momana Ijaz from Sarah Bonnell School shared their poignant work with the audience. First, second and third place winners all received book tokens.

A candle lighting ceremony led by David Gold, chairman of West Ham United, Gillian Walnes MBE, Lyn Brown, MP for West Ham, Stephen Timms, MP for East Ham, John Biggs, London Assembly member for City and East and Sir Robin, was followed by a one minute silence.

Little Ilford School pupils delivered a thought provoking performance. The Feather is an original drama based on prejudice, suffering and oppression. The piece was inspired by the experiences of Holocaust survivor Ziggi Shipper.

The ceremony was concluded with a reading of I Cannot Forget, written by Holocaust survivor Alexander Kimel and read by Councillor Jo Corbett.

As part of LGBT (lesbian, gay, bisexual, trans) History Month we focus on Newham’s very own Kings Cross Steelers, whose tackles are not only limited to the pitch. Using their love for rugby, they have confronted and overcome prejudice and brought the community together through sport
Kings Cross Steelers have been based at East London Rugby Club,Memorial

Avenue, E15, for 12 years. The Steelers pride themselves on being the world’s first rugby club equally open to gay, bisexual and straight men. And with players from every continent playing in the team, their diversity doesn’t just stop at sexuality.

A back injury in his 20s didn’t stifle Steelers’ chairman Tim Sullivan’s love for rugby. Under his watchful eye, in 2009 the club hosted and won the Union Cup a biennial tournament for gay rugby clubs in Europe – a title they successfully defended last year.

Tim said: “As the first gay rugby club, we paved the way for all the others that followed.

“When we first set up, a lot of gay people didn’t feel welcome in rugby tournaments. The players didn’t feel that they could go to a club, play rugby and be open about their sexuality. The Rugby Football Union was very supportive of the club and others that have followed.

They realised that gay players not being accepted for who they were was a diversity matter and unacceptable. “
You still get the odd player or supporter on the sideline making a comment – we had that at one game recently and the referee took him to task about it – but now it’s very rare.”
With 180 members, the club is growing every season. Tim is confident that being in the host Olympic borough will inspire the team to success later this year when they play in the International Bingham Cup.

Membership of the Kings Cross Steelers is open to any man who wants to play rugby, regardless of sexuality or experience; women supporters are also welcome.

Grace’s inspirational work
Grace was nominated for her charity work for deaf and hearing impaired children in Newham.

One of her own children is deaf, having suffered from meningitis as a toddler. Grace quickly became aware of the hurdles her child would face: “literacy in particular is a big issue for deaf children”, she says.

So she started running storytelling sessions at local libraries with British Sign

Language (BSL) interpreters. Nominator Angelina Leatherbarrow, then working at The Gate library, was inspired in the true sense of the word: she saw the session and was so impressed by the effect on the children that she went on to take BSL classes herself.

Grace’s projects quickly multiplied and soon she was running kids’ clubs, healthy eating programmes, deaf awareness schemes, swimming lessons for the deaf and IT classes, all with BSL interpreting.

To be able to get funding, she started a charity called KingsElect, which later became the KE Foundation.
Angelina says: “Grace has worked tirelessly and done a huge amount of good in the community.” Grace herself was very surprised to receive the reward, saying: “I’m shocked! I’ve just been working away quietly – I really didn’t expect this. The projects are doing so well that I’m just working hard, looking for more funding all the time.”

Grace has recently launched a new project at the Trinity Community Centre in Manor Park, offering the carers of deaf children support.

Who will Grace take to the Games? Her daughter, of course: “She’s my inspiration – I’ll take her with me, she’ll be very honoured!”

Illegal alcohol sales, counterfeit booze, late night noise, violence and disorder the council’s licensing team has seen it all. Responsible for protecting us by setting rules for businesses, the team works with partners including the police to crack down on the breaches of licensing that put us all at risk. This minority of irresponsible retailers give responsible ones a bad name; we are working to protect them. Our joint work has seen a decline in reported GBH in licensed premises, which has fallen from 96 in 2009 to 13 in 2011. And the team’s successes don’t stop there with 23 premises having had their licences revoked since 2009.
Shelly Wines, 319 High Street North, E12

Test purchasing is when the council covertly tries to buy a restricted item such as alcohol or knives, either out of hours or using a shopper who is clearly underage. Following three test purchases of alcohol after hours between July and September 2011, councillors on the Licensing Sub-Committee revoked the licence and prosecuted this repeat offender.

The premises licence holder pleaded guilty to six offences and was fined

£3,485.50, including court costs, and ordered to pay within 28 days.

But this costly slap on the wrist and licence revocation didn’t deter Shelly Wines. So in December, the council seized more than £20,000 of alcohol. The team is preparing to prosecute the licence holder and plans to destroy the haul.

Nisa Today 95-99 Barking Road, E16
This convenience store wanted to sell alcohol around the clock but following objections by the police, the council and residents, the Licensing Sub Committee granted a licence with reduced hours and strict conditions.

Magistrates later removed some of the conditions on appeal.

While the appeals were being considered, Nisa was breaching licence conditions and warning letters were sent to the premises licence holder and store manager.

In July 2009 staff sold alcohol outside the permitted hours to a test purchaser.

The licence holder received a 12-month conditional discharge at Stratford Magistrates’ Court.

A second test purchase outside the permitted hours in November 2009 led to another prosecution. The premises licence holder had his personal licence revoked and he and the designated premises supervisor pleaded guilty and were given a 12-month conditional discharge.

In June 2011 a visit from the council, police and customs resulted in a large quantity of non-duty-paid and counterfeit booze being seized. This lead to the licence being revoked (an appeal is ongoing).

Upton Lane, E7

Problematic off licence Upton Food and Wine Centre lost its appeal against the council’s decision to revoke its premises licence to sell alcohol.

The police called its licence in for a review in July last year after five failed test purchases in six months for selling alcohol outside their permitted hours. The review was supported by the council’s trading standards team after they twice discovered non-duty-paid alcohol in the premises.

Thames Magistrates’ Court agreed that the Licensing Sub Committee’s decision to revoke the premises licence was correct. The premises licence holder was ordered to remove all alcohol from the store with immediate effect and pay council costs of £7,055.25.

Anti-social behaviour at Club 19 on Upton Lane made this night spot a nightmare for residents and businesses in the area.

Problems at the venue resulted in a review by the council’s licensing subcommittee in 2008 and the licence was revoked. Magistrates later reinstated the licence on appeal in 2009.

The two closure notices served on the premises in April and July 2011 for a number of breaches didn’t stop the club from operating. Following a violent incident outside the club in October, enough was enough and the police submitted an urgent review. The licence was immediately suspended pending a full review. Club 19 has remained closed since and prosecution is currently under way.

Page 19 – Not Everything In The Garden Is Rosy
Mattresses, sofas and white goods such as fridges and cookers are familiar sights outside some homes in Newham.
Storing rubbish, including unwanted household items, in front gardens or yards is unsightly and makes a neighbourhood look dirty and neglected. It could attract vermin and be a fire hazard, which pose a serious risk to health.

If you leave items of rubbish in your garden, Newham Council’s enforcement officers can take action against you. They are stepping up patrols across the borough and identifying offenders.

Clearance notices are served and, if gardens are not cleared as required, an £80 fine can be issued. The council can also charge for the costs involved in clearing up. And if you leave items on the street you could be prosecuted for fl y-tipping under the Environmental Protection Act.
Since April 2011 more than 1,000 visits to properties have been made by enforcement officers and more than 900 clearance notices served, as well as 60 on the spot fines issued.

There is no excuse for allowing our gardens to become dumping grounds for rubbish.

Bulky items such as large furniture and domestic appliances can be taken by the council’s collection service free of charge. Just call 020 8430 2000 to arrange a pick-up.

If residents arrange for a private company or person to remove and dispose of the waste then they must be licensed to carry out this service.

Residents can also dispose of their rubbish at the reuse and recycling centre in Jenkins Lane, Beckton, seven days per week. Remember to take a driving licence or Council Tax bill when visiting the site.

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Growing Reference
Going to university isn’t only about walking away with a degree, at least that’s the ethos of Femi Bola, director of employability and enterprise at the University Of East London (UEL). With fierce competition in the world of work, Femi is making sure her students have the upper hand when it comes to securing their dream job even before they’ve graduated.
Femi, who has worked at UEL for seven years, is clear about her remit which she describes as:

“Helping to equip students with the skills to get a job, keep a job and get a better job or start their own business.” When you’ve got an audience of thousands of students this is no easy task, but it’s one she thrives on achieving.

What’s your biggest milestone?

Turning a traditional careers service, which was probably quite reactive, into a really proactive service with a good reputation. Businesses in the area didn’t have a relationship with us before. Now we’re working with a range of business, convincing them to recruit the unusual suspects. In this way we’re creating opportunities for our students and graduates. We’re a local university but we have national and global ambitions for our students and ourselves.

One of the first businesses I ever worked with was Newham Council. They were really receptive about what I wanted to do with graduates – we started the borough’s management trainee scheme for Newham graduates – and that was one of my first achievements.

How did the idea for the Knowledge Dock come about?

We wanted a way to drive regeneration and entrepreneurialism in the area. The Knowledge Dock opened in 2007 to provide affordable office space for small and medium sized business and expert academic advice and support.

In 2009 we received a donation from Jack Petchey to set up the Petchey Centre for
Entrepreneurship with the idea that if you can’t afford business unit you can start off with a space there – and, like the Knowledge Dock, it’s open to anyone in the community, not just our students and graduates.

I’ve always said that you can create a job for yourself and other people. People from this area of London are naturally entrepreneurial; a lot of our undergraduates come from families that have businesses. They often don’t recognise the skills they already have. We encourage and support them to do so.

How do you help students into work?

As soon as our students arrive we get them to think about where they want to go next. Every month more than 100 students work in part time roles on our campus.

We employ our students to support other students, to work in offices and the library. We’re really proud to be a major employer of our own. Over the last seven years our reputation has grown so employers now post their opportunities directly with us.

Do you have to be a student to benefit from UEL’s resources?

No. We have an excellent electronic resource called Get That Job; it’s everything you need to know about getting a job but were afraid to ask. It covers the whole recruitment process from how to fill in an application form or create a CV to preparing for interview.

If you could achieve one thing, what would it be?

I’d like employers to think ‘I want a graduate’ and look to UEL. They’ll get someone who’s tenacious, streetwise and inquisitive. They’ll represent a global customer and

London in its broadest sense and they’ll be different and add value their business. I want employers to put our graduates in the same league as those from Oxford or Durham. That’s what I’d like my legacy to be.

Since last autumn the council has been preparing you for changes to the way we receive payments by giving you different options when paying for services. As part of these changes, cash offices based in Manor Park, East Ham and Stratford Local Service Centres (LSC) will cease to operate on 2 March

What is the reason for the change?

When you pay your council bills in cash it costs the council more to process than any other method of payment – around £1.80 for each transaction. This compares to 2p for a direct debit payment. These changes will enable the council to deliver a more efficient service whilst saving money.

How will this change affect me?

From 2 March, you will no longer be able to use a cash office to make a cash, cheque, debit or credit card payment. If you are a cash office user you need to find an alternative way to pay.

Also from 2 March, cash and cheque payments will cease to be processed at Beckton, Green Street and Forest Gate LSCs.
