Minutes of Last Meeting held on 27 January 2011
Apologies for absence: Glen Toonga, Anisha Varsani, Samuel Barley, Khadija Begum, Ola Ojuku, Mabel Ening, Pelagia Nyamayaro, Valerie Boateng, Rebecca Sultana
1. How the meeting will run
Chair Ali Mohamed welcomed members of the Youth Council to their third meeting of the year.
2. News
The Chair informed attendees of the following news:

· Letter to Michael Gove re sports funding cuts – Ali recently wrote to Education Secretary Michael Gove, urging him to reconsider cutting funding for school sports partnerships. Prime Minister David Cameron has indicated there may be a u-turn on this decision. We await an official announcement. 

· British Youth Council Parliamentary Reception – Ali spoke at a reception at Westminster to officially mark the new partnership between the Young Mayor Network and the British Youth Council. Children’s Minister Tim Loughton also attended. 

· Integrated Youth Support Services Awards – Deputy Young Mayor Jasmin Joseph presented an award at the Newham IYSS Awards at the Old Town Hall in Stratford on Wednesday December 08. 
· Westminster forum - Young Mayor spoke at a recent conference at Westminster about the future of Young People’s services. 
· EMA update – Ali took part in a national day of action against the Government’s decision to cut the education maintenance allowance. Unfortunately MPs voted in favour of the cut; however Newham gained coverage in a number of news outlets.

· Ali helped Newham with final push for stadium bid – Ali joined Mayor Robin Wales to help Newham Council and West Ham United hand in their final bid to take over the Olympic stadium after the 2012 Games.

3. Youth Council Tracker Survey
Youth Councillors in attendance completed the Youth Council tracker survey. This will be used to measure the effectiveness of the Youth Council and will be repeated quarterly. The survey was circulated to Youth Councillors not in attendance. 
4. Major Campaign Programme 
The Chair and deputy discussed their campaign priority for the year ahead. They have decided that they want to stage an event/series of events to bring young people together. The idea is that these events would promote community cohesion. Other suggestions discussed were:

· bring young people together & integrate the wider community

· invite adults & involve older people in promotion

· invite a high profile judge 

· use Facebook and Twitter in promoting the event

· involve non youth council members

· involve those individuals with negative views of the youth council

5. Meet the Young Mayor events 

The Chair and deputy discussed the ideas of launching this new event over the next few months, with the pilot to be rolled out sometime in February. Youth Councillors were interested and discussed ways to promote the event with some of the following suggestions:

· Go to all schools instead of the young people coming to us, including more school visits

· Make sure were listening to what young people are saying and respond accordingly

· Allow youth councillors to represent and champion their own events

6. Olympic park visit 
The chair updated Youth Councillors on the upcoming opportunity to visit the Olympic Park. Those interested in the visit were informed that they must submit names and consent forms by next Wednesday 2nd of February. Event to take place on the Tuesday 8th of March 2011 with Schools to be contacted accordingly by the Youth Representation team.
7. Junior Newham London run 
Young Mayor and Deputy Young Mayor highlighted the Junior London Run due to take place on the 27th of March, with those interested to view the website for more information.
