What is Building Schools for the Future?

The Building Schools for the Future (BSF) programme is a government initiative to change the quality of the nation's educational provision. The programme is the biggest investment in education for over fifty years - projected to spend £2.2 billion per year on building and refurbishing all maintained secondary schools in England over the next 10-15 years. The idea is to create world class, flexible and adaptable teaching and learning environments which are technology-aware, able support the skill set required for the 21st century.

BSF, therefore, presents an ideal opportunity to rethink how education is delivered in schools and how to ensure that the right facilities, environment and opportunities are present to allow secondary school students to reach their full potential. BSF will ensure that secondary schools in Newham are able to serve both current and emerging communities as Newham is transformed by the Olympic lead regeneration by:
· Improving facilities, enabling schools to offer a wider variety of curriculum subjects

· Providing learning environments which are safer, more flexible and comfortable and which promote further learning and positive behaviour

· Installing extensive Information Communication Technology (ICT) Services that will enhance teaching and learning opportunities

· Allowing schools to engage the wider community through extended service provisions in schools and community access to school facilities

· Enabling young people to take advantages of future opportunities such as those provided by the opening of the direct rail link to Europe and the Olympics
