National Requirements 

	Application Form Completed Application (All sections must be completed on the correct application form which includes Ownership Certificate being completed and signed along with Agricultural Holding Certificate)

Applications need to be submitted on Variation Planning Condition form. 

Description on the application form must clearly state the minor modification you are seeking to approve along with the original planning number.

You cannot seek approval for minor modification while also applying for an extension of time on your original planning permission.

	Fee   £170.00  ( this is correct at the time of writing and Fee maybe subject to change) 

	Location Plan ‐ All applications must include copies of a location plan based on an up-to-date map. This should be at a scale of 1:1250 or 1:2500. Three copies plus the original are required (unless submitted electronically).

 Plans should wherever possible show at least two named roads and surrounding buildings. The properties shown should be numbered or named to ensure that the exact location of the application site is clear.

The application site should be edged clearly with a red line. It should include all land necessary to carry out the proposed development – for example, land required for access to the site from a public highway, landscaping, car parking and open areas around buildings.

A blue line should be drawn around any other land owned by the applicant, close to or adjoining the application site.

 

	The Proposed Modification and its location A scaled drawing 1:1250 1/2500 outlining in red where the proposed amendment(s) being sought for approval. The Planning department would prefer scale drawing showing current approved plan along with the proposed modification.  

	A minor material amendment is one whose scale and nature results in a development which is not substantially different from the one which has been approved.
