Sir Robin said: “I have always said the real benefits of the Games come in making people’s lives better. The Olympics is all about inspiring residents. It will provide a huge boost to the regeneration of Newham and we will be working hard to maximise the opportunities for local people. I hope the Commonwealth Games will have a similar impact in Glasgow. It was great to see the progress and preparations that the city is making.”

Pool to close for ceiling repairs

Paralympic swimmer and world record holder Dervis Konuralp visited East Ham Leisure Centre to inspire youngsters to get involved in the sport competitively and for fun.

The visit was arranged by Newham Swimming Club and Newham Council. Dervis, who is visually impaired, also held workshops on starts and turns.

His swimming career has seen him represent Great Britain in four Paralympic Games. The fi rst was at the age of 15 at the 1996 Atlanta Paralympic Games. He has also competed at three World Championships and four European Championships, winning a total of 35 major international medals. He became world champion and world record holder at just 17.

Dervis is a London 2012 Olympic and 2012 Paralympic Ambassador and delivers motivational speeches to schools and sports clubs.
Loan shark is sent to prison

A man has been jailed for 33 weeks after admitting illegal money lending, money laundering and harassment.
Arumugam Muragan, from East Ham, was arrested in October 2009 after Newham Council and the London Trading Standards illegal money lending team seized details of his loans to a number of victims. Photocopies of passports and post-dated cheques were also found, which had been handed over by victims as security.

Snaresbrook Crown Court heard how Murugan operated an illegal money lending business for more than six years, offering more than £150,000 worth of illegal loans. On a number of occasions he threatened to get gangs to collect loan repayments.

Councillor Unmesh Desai, executive member for crime and anti-social behaviour, said: “We are committed to taking action against those who flout the law. We urge residents to be wary of loan sharks and report anyone they think is acting unlawfully to our trading standards team.”

Let’s celebrate our sense of belonging
Over this Royal Wedding weekend and for St George’s Day last week – we celebrate with that most quintessentially English of things, the street party.

The council has supported more than 100 resident-organised parties, in the form of small amounts of funding, free bunting and help to close roads. And we do so with a sense of pride and a desire to create an inclusive community based on a modern interpretation of ‘Englishness’.

We do need to promote a sense of Englishness amongst us. It would be useless to try to foist a sense of single community onto a place where almost 200 languages are spoken

in our schools. But we can give our community the support to build their own vision, to engender pride, break down barriers and set an expectation of what is and is not acceptable.

Too often there is reluctance to talk about Englishness, and about identity. When we are silent about these issues we give ground to extremist voices.

The East End has long been an area that welcomed new arrivals, who enrich the local community. You don’t have to have been born here to belong here, to feel at home here and to be part of this community

This does not happen by chance. We have a role in laying the foundations on which a strong and cohesive community can be built. Through lively community events and a wide variety of sports and activities we bring residents together, helping them to build trust, understanding and friendships.
Instead of spending money on translation and interpretation, we focus on helping people learn English Public services are for the whole community. That is why we only fund and support groups that bring residents together, rather than those that are exclusive and based on one ethnic or religious group.

The Englishness I celebrated on St George’s Day is not racial or religious identity. It is a set of values and beliefs that we can all share. We should be proud of these values. We should stand up for them. And we should celebrate them – this weekend most of all.

Don’t be out for the count
The deadline for submission of 2011 census forms has been extended to 6 May. Early indications show that we are already past the halfway mark in the numbers returned but we need to be doing better.

I cannot stress enough how important the census is for Newham in ensuring that we receive a fair allocation of funding from central Government. This means we can deliver the essential services that you tell us are important such as cleaner streets, better healthcare, community protection and education.

Your census form is worth at least £6,000 from the Government over the next ten years. In previous years a census undercount of at least 20,000 has meant that we have lost out on millions of pounds in funding. I don’t want this to happen again.
Census collectors are currently operating in our borough, going door-to-door to offer help with completing the forms and ensuring the questionnaires are returned.

From 6 May the focus will change from offering help to warning people that they face the risk of a fine or prosecution should a form not be returned.

Areas in which there is a particular shortfall are Stratford, Manor Park, Forest Gate, the Royal Docks and Beckton, as identified by the Office for National Statistics (which is running the census).

You will start seeing posters going up around the borough explicitly warning that residents risk a £1,000 fine and a criminal record if the form is not returned

I urge you to make every effort to complete your census form, both to ensure quality services for Newham and to avoid personal prosecution. Please make sure that everyone in your household is included.

SWIMMER’S STORY
Sarah Hennessy, 12, from Stratford tells us about Newham Swimming Club (SC).
“I got into swimming when I was three-years-old. When I turned 11 and started secondary school I joined Newham SC. I train in the pool four nights a week and on Mondays I go to the gym to build up my strength.

“My first competitions were mini leagues, then I got moved up to Essex Leagues and from there I qualified to swim in individual competitions. Then I qualified for Essex County championship competitions, which is where the fastest 50 girls in Essex compete. I’m not sure how many medals I’ve won, but I did well in the 5 Olympic Borough Gala!
“I found talking to Paralympic swimmer Dervis Konuralp really interesting because he knows how hard it is to compete and to train I learned that you don’t have to feel thirsty to need a drink and that even you’re not hungry after training you must eat, otherwise it will affect your body.

“My mum and dad have to be my biggest and best supporters because if it wasn’t for them I wouldn’t be where I am now. My coaches support me so much and so do my swimming friends – even my friends from school do, and it all helps when swim because it makes me feel a lot more confident.

“More people should join Newham SC because it’s such great exercise, a great place to meet other swimmers and friends and it is a life skill to learn.

“I have to give up so much of my spare time to swim, but the way I see it is that it will all be worth it in the end!”
Newham SC is a competitive swimming club. Membership to the club depends on a try out with the club held every Friday evening at East Ham Leisure Centre. Minimum standard for entry to the club is completion of Stage 7 of the National Plan for Teaching Swimming or equivalent. From editing Smash Hits and heat magazines to managing Time Out and establishing just why a wannabe apprentice hasn’t been hired, editor Mark Frith talks about cutting his journalistic teeth in Newham – and why he’ll always have a soft spot for our borough.
Editor of London listings magazine Time Out and regular personality on TV shows including The Apprentice: You’re Fired! Mark began his career in Newham.
How did you get into journalism?

I was one of those teenagers who had no idea what they were going to do as a career.

Because I loved magazines my mum said ‘maybe you should go and work on one of them,’ in the easy way that people do. So to shut people up when you’re at that tricky age – 13, 14, 15 – when everyone asks you what you’re gonna do endlessly, I just said

I’m going to be a journalist. And didn’t think any more about it.
Then it was my first week at what was then the Polytechnic of East London [now the University of East london] and I saw an advert to recruit people for the student magazine Overdraft and I thought ‘well I’ve been telling people I’m gonna do it so I should!’ So I went along, started writing articles, took a year off my cultural studies course so I could edit Overdraft full-time and never went back.

UEL was a great time for me. I’m an incredible evangelist for that university and they very kindly gave me an honorary degree in December last year.
How did you manage to become the editor of Smash Hits magazine at the tender age of 23?

I applied speculatively to Smash Hits – I’d written loads of articles for Overdraft, took photocopies of a few of those, sent them off to the magazine and it just happened that they were looking for someone. They got me in for a few days, then for the whole summer, and I just never left. Five years later I was made editor.
It is just incredible, you get a lot of people these days: ‘oh, there’s no such thing as luck,’ and I’m like ‘well mate, I think there might be!’
You’ve said you have a love affair with London; do you have a particular soft spot for Newham?

Yeah I do. I lived here for 11 years – Forest Gate, Plaistow, East Ham and Beckton.

I’ve got particularly fond memories, I just loved it all. It was a really exciting time for me and the place is always so intrinsically linked to the time.
What features about Newham have you published in Time Out?

A few, but we’d love to do more! There’s so much stuff going on. We really need to shine a light on everything this borough regularly does so it’s not just a ‘here today, gone tomorrow’ thing around the Olympics.

Why is east London in Time Out’s top five cover themes?

I think because it’s an endlessly creative area of London. I feel strongly that even if you live in east London and have done for years, you will always discover something new and I don’t think you can say that about north London, or south or west.

There’s something about east London which means it just grows organically all

the time and I think that’s quite something.
Do you think heat is responsible for the modern day cult of celebrity?

Sometimes people say to me ‘oh, it’s all your fault this whole celebrity craze, it’s personally your fault’ and I’d love to take responsibility for a multi-billion pound industry, but what we did really – and this isn’t just us being modest – is we rode on the coat tails of what was the big new trend, the big new obsession. We were certainly a catalyst for something but the idea that it was all because of us wasn’t true; we were just quite perceptive about it. We were the first onto Big Brother and a few other things, and that was a big, big part of our success.

The NHS Health Check takes around 20 minutes. A clinician will measure your height and weight, take your blood pressure and will test the level of your cholesterol. These three simple tests combined with questions about your health and medical history will give you a good picture of your health. Your NHS health professional will then talk with you about how you can improve your health and lower your risk of disease so you can live a healthier life for longer. Whatever your age and wellbeing there are things that you can do today to be healthier:

• maintain a healthy weight

• be physically active

• eat a healthy and balanced diet

• cut down on alcohol

• stop smoking.

If your NHS Health Check shows that you have a higher risk of developing heart disease, stroke, type two diabetes or kidney disease your clinician may advise that you combine changes to your lifestyle with medical treatments, such as medicines to lower raised blood pressure or cholesterol, or free NHS support to stop smoking or lose weight.
