Mayor Sir Robin Wales has applauded people who have been inspired by the Every Child a Musician programme to train as music tutors or teaching assistants.
The scheme was introduced in September to give children the opportunity to learn how to play an instrument for two years, at no cost to parents. It has been rolled out to 62 primary schools and 3,600 pupils have been enrolled on to the programme.

Two training and employment programmes were set up alongside it to give residents the opportunity to gain valuable qualifications to assist them in becoming music tutors on the programme and teaching assistants.

Sir Robin presented certificates to those who successfully completed both courses.

He said: “It is fantastic that not only is the scheme encouraging children to play music, but inspiring others into qualifications and employment as well.”

Arrests after drug swoops

Seven people have been remanded in custody until 16 September accused of drugs offences following a series of raids in Forest Gate on 20 July.

Newham Police, supported by the council’s street scene enforcement and community safety teams, ‘locked down’ a section of Romford Road as part of Operation Target, a major clamp-down on street dealing.

The road at the junction with Sprowston Road was temporarily blocked for the safety of the public and to preserve evidence as officers swooped on suspected drug dealers. Traffic was diverted while police made arrests.
Six commercial premises, mainly food convenience stores, were also raided during the operation which involved around 120 police officers and council workers.
Councillor Unmesh Desai, executive member for crime and anti-social behaviour, said: “We will continue to work with police on stopping the crimes that blight the lives of those who live and work here.”
Ryan has the sweet smell of success

Hundreds of Newham children rose to the challenge of coming up with a name for a huge boring machine that will dig Britain’s deepest ever tunnel.

The name Busy Lizzie, suggested by Ryan Waters from Stratford’s Maryland Primary School, has been chosen by Thames Water to adorn the 120-metre-long machine, which will begin digging the four-mile £635m Lee Tunnel beneath the borough in January.

The tunnel will help prevent 16 million tonnes of sewage entering the River Lee each year from Abbey Mills pumping station. It will transfer it for treatment at Beckton sewage works.

Ryan, 10, said he suggested the name Busy Lizzie after The Queen and because “flowers smell nice and sewers stink”.

Deputy Mayor Councillor Andrew Baikie helped pick the name which won Ryan’s school £5,000. He said: “The competition captured the hearts and minds of children and the drawings, poems and stories sent in were of the highest standard.”
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Making a splash about the Games

We are now just a year away from the Olympics. The countdown has well and truly begun. 

Newham, the host borough with the largest share of the activities, will help stage a fantastic sporting party on behalf of London, Britain and the world.

Hosting it – but not currently invited to it. 

Local people have growing concerns about losing out on tickets. You are also worried about getting enough information about disruption, including transport and noise. And you worry whether the Games will bring jobs.

We hear those concerns – and share them. But we believe it is not too late for us to work together with LOCOG – the London 2012 Organising Committee – who run the Games
We offered to pay for tickets for residents. But LOCOG turned us down. They are engaging with us, however, and we are still trying.

Our hope is that our residents will feel part of the Games and not simply that the Games are happening to them. 

During the Olympics the daily routines of our residents and businesses will be disrupted for up to 18 hours a day. Some roads will only open for a six-hour window. This will lead to congestion, delays on public transport and noise pollution.

We are concerned that public transport may not cope with the increase in passengers, especially with the opening of Westfield Stratford City, the biggest urban shopping mall in Europe. This will cause more delays and disruption.

This is why we are talking to Transport for London, which is overseeing public transport during the Games. We want to ensure that local people are properly consulted and know and understand how the Olympics will impact on them.

We need jobs for the borough’s local people. Getting 20,000 jobless people into work will bring us up to the London average for employment. But we want to do even better than that.
Our jobs brokerage service, Workplace, has helped more than 7,500 people into work by focusing on what businesses need. Our partnership with Westfield has seen us set up Skills Place Newham, an academy to train local people for the employment opportunities at Stratford City.

Local people – many of whom have suffered disruption – need to be invited to the biggest sporting party on earth. Not left to watch from the sidelines.
Cash cut is a bitter pill to swallow

I went to help open the marvellous new building and facilities at Stratford’s Sarah Bonnell School, which have been paid for by Building Schools for the Future money.

Seeing how the pupils will enjoy this bright, welcoming environment makes the Government’s decision to pull the plug on the BSF scheme all the more tragic. It will cost Newham more than £250m and affect a dozen schools.

We already experience severe pressure on pupil places and this will leave us with 1,350 fewer places than planned. Without this money, pupils will suffer from inadequate, inappropriate or insufficient facilities and resources. It means we cannot tackle these important issues in anything but a piecemeal way.
The BSF programme was not a luxury. It was vital for the future of our schools. It is a bitter blow to pupils, parents, teachers and governor

Newham Council is transforming the way it delivers services to residents. As part of our Customer Access Strategy, we are looking at ways we interact with you to ensure we continue to provide the best services and value for money during challenging financial times.
As part of these changes the Council Tax and benefits service will be moving from Local Services Centres (LSCs) into a single location at Newham Dockside

in Beckton. From Tuesday 30 August, anyone who needs to speak to someone face-to-face about Council Tax or benefits will need to make an appointment with the new service at Newham Dockside.
Introducing appointments means residents will no longer face lengthy queues but will be seen at a pre-arranged time. Residents will also be able to access services more easily online and by telephone.

Councillor Andrew Baikie, executive member for housing and customer services, said: “We appreciate this is a big change, but as a council we are committed to working more efficiently and providing a better service for our residents.

“Offering appointments from a single location, along with enhanced online facilities, means the council will provide a much improved service. The reorganisation of Council Tax and benefits will save the council around £1.4m over three years.\ This will allow us to spend money on protecting vital frontline services in the wake of severe central government cuts.”
In preparation for this move, the Council Tax and benefits service at Beckton and Forest Gate LSCs ceased on Monday 1 August. Residents who would ordinarily visit these LSCs for Council Tax or benefits enquiries can visit their next nearest LSC until Tuesday 30 August. From that time anyone who needs to speak to someone face-to-face about Council Tax or benefits will need to make an appointment with the new service at Newham Dockside.

Binning bad habits
The council sends more than 100,000 tonnes of waste to landfill every year. This costs £12 million - money that could be better spent elsewhere. If you recycle properly and use all the other free waste services available in Newham, all your domestic waste should fit into one bin.

It’s so easy to recycle but some of us are still throwing too much away. That is why the council has introduced a one bin policy. As part of our continuing drive to reduce the amount of waste we send to landfill, we will soon be removing all extra domestic bins from properties across the borough.
Our waste education officers have surveyed all properties in the borough and made a note of homes that have more than one bin. To date, we have removed more than 5,500 extra bins from properties in Newham. If you have more than one bin we will be removing any extra ones in the coming weeks, and you will receive a letter informing you why we have taken your extra bin away.
Your bin is not the answer

By making use of services such as your wheeled recycling bin or orange recycling bags, local recycling banks, free bulky item service or free green garden waste collection services, your weekly rubbish should fit into one bin. No waste should be left next to your bin and the lid of your bin should be closed. The council will not collect any waste left at the side of your bin.

Class Act

Not everyone can boast that they’ve been given an exclusive concert by our Every Child a Musician pupils, but then Courtney Pine CBE is not just anyone.

A world-renowned Jazz musician, famous for his saxophone playing, Mr Pine is headlining at Newham’s free music festival Under the Stars on Thursday 25 August. With the big night to prepare for and his new album, Europa, to promote, he still found time in his diary to visit Beckton’s Gallions Primary School for a taste of their instrumental talents, as well as a Q&A session with some budding musicians.
Every Child a Musician aims to help children achieve more at school by learning an instrument. Courtney praised the programme, saying: “I’ve been to places all over the world where there have been children in trouble at school and people were giving up on them, someone gave them an instrument and it totally turned their lives around.
“With music there are no limits to what you can achieve. It’s just the boundaries of your imagination. I’m successful because I don’t blame anyone else for my shortcomings, I just carry on. I go home and practise.

“That ability is in everyone. As human beings, we can achieve a lot but it’s all inside us. I’ve learnt that to limit ourselves because of what someone else says is not on.”
The pupils sang and played three songs. Courtney was blown away, saying: “I really enjoyed the performance. I was surprised that they sang as well as played, which is something I’ve only seen in Africa and Jamaica. That was really exciting

– I was encouraged and inspired by them. You never know, in a few years, they could be performing in my band!
The interrogation

Mary: Who inspired you to become a saxophonist?
CP: It was a saxophone player called Grover Washington Jr.

I saw him on TV when I’d just started to play. When he’d finished, I said to my dad, that’s what I want to do for the rest of my life. My dad just laughed.

Habiba: When did you start playing saxophone?

CP: When I was 14 – which is a bit late! There were only two saxophones in the school so the teacher said I’d have to play clarinet for a year before he’d give me a chance.

Safwan: Which was your favourite live concert?

CP: I was invited to play a concert at Wembley Stadium for Nelson Mandela, when he was still in prison, to make people more aware of who he was. Stevie Wonder was supposed to play but his keyboard was broken so we got to play his slot. We played jazz to a lot of people around the world.

Lizzie: How many saxophones have you ruined?

CP: One or two! When I was a bit younger I used to take them apart and try

and put them back together again, but often I’d lose a screw. And I’ve dropped

a few and knocked them into walls.
Mary: How come you changed your mind about being an astronaut? [Courtney Pine’s first ambition]

CP: The British Space Programme wasn’t that advanced at the time!

I remember seeing the moon landings as a child and it was really exciting, and I wanted to do that. But over the years it became clear to me that I just had to become a musician. But I might get still get to space, who knows?

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Change in store

The first major John Lewis store in 20 years will officially open its doors to Newham on 13 September. However, for much of our community, the relationship with this most beloved of British institutions will have begun some time ago. The council’s job brokerage service Workplace has been working behind the scenes with the John Lewis partnership to match Newham residents with their ideal job. We caught up with man of the moment, managing director Noel Saunders, to talk about jobs, community and why Newham is his next destination.

How is the recruitment going?

It’s been a rip-roaring success. When we first came to Newham, we said to Workplace: ‘We’ll have 800 jobs in the borough, what can you do to help us?’ They were already designing an employment training package before we’d finished the conversation! You don’t get that enthusiasm everywhere.
We agreed with Workplace to leave half our jobs open to their candidates. We then arranged assessment days and training. Normally the success rate would be about 25-30 per cent, but Workplace’s training was so good that the pass rate is over 50 per cent. That proves that it’s not about qualifications, it’s not even about experience, it’s just about candidates having ability and a great attitude.

How will John Lewis involve the wider community?

For us it’s not about sitting in an office, writing cheques. We’re directly involved in the community. So we’re repainting and refurbishing Chandos Road Community Centre. We’re supporting a charity called Magic Breakfasts, which provides a healthy breakfast for kids who either can’t afford it or where it isn’t part of the daily routine. We have a very successful grant scheme which offers monthly awards of up to £500 each to community groups in Olympic host boroughs. We’re also working closely with the charity Community Links.
In your experience, what sets the council apart in its approach?

The council works with all kinds of organisations to deliver jobs and long-term change. What has overwhelmed me here is the passion for longer-term regeneration. You can’t put a value on that. It can’t just be about cash; there has to be a strategy for jobs and a desire to drive regeneration forward.
What makes Newham special?
Newham is just one part of the east London jigsaw, but it’s a very active part. Everyone thinks that we waited for the Olympic bid to be won before we signed up to be part of Westfield, but we would have joined whatever happened.

I love it; there’s something undiscovered about east London. I cycle a lot around the back streets and every single time I go out there’s something new to discover. I say to my friends from outside the area: ‘Come and spend a day or weekend here and you’ll understand why John Lewis is here’. East London is a great place to be.

What was your big break in retail?

I joined Peter Jones, a John Lewis store, when I was 20, with no formal qualifications, as a cashier in one of the cafés. One day one of the managers said: ‘Have you ever thought about working on the sales floor?’ I couldn’t imagine it, but my manager told me to go and invest in a suit and give it a try. And the rest is history. I’ve done pretty much every job you can do in the partnership!

If you’re determined enough and you put your mind to it, the opportunities are there.

What are you most excited about for 13 September?

I’ll be nervous! But when you’ve got a team of 800 people behind you, who really want to make it a success, you can’t go wrong.

More than anything else, I am excited about getting everyone together in the atrium 20 minutes or so before opening and telling them that it’s time to create our future. For some of them, it will be the first time they can say: ‘I’m about to shape my own legacy’.

We asked you to send in questions you’d like to see answered in the Newham Mag. Sonia Sharma from Forest Gate emailed us to ask: What is the council doing about the widespread problem of people spitting out paan in Newham? [Paan is a mixture of nuts and spices wrapped in a betel leaf.
We put Sonia’s question to Councillor Unmesh Desai, executive member for crime and anti-social behaviour. He said: Spitting disgusting, unhygienic and can spread disease.

“To address the issue of spitting paan, which as well as being antisocial also stains our street furniture and pavements, we are dealing with it as a littering offence. Spitting deposits waste onto the highway to the detriment of the local area and, as

 such, fits the legal definition of littering.

“Our street scene enforcement officers have been targeting hotspots where paan spitting is known to be a problem and have started to issue Fixed Penalty Notices to people who think this repulsive behaviour is acceptable.

“As well as being an eyesore, cleaning the rusty-coloured residue costs money. Every time we clean a bin stained with paan it costs around £80. If we cleaned all 65 litter bins on Green Street in this way it would cost more than £5,000. In times of cutbacks and cost savings, this money could be better spent on other priority areas.
“Recently, a team of Community Payback offenders were tasked to clean street furniture in Green Street. You will see from the pictures how vile this task was. The use of resources like Community Payback, where ex-offenders are tasked with community initiatives as their sentence, is useful for this kind of one-off operation. Enforcement is one way we are addressing the issue but the real challenge lies in changing attitudes towards the disposal of paan in our borough.”

From brothel closures to booze busts, the work of one Newham Police team is grabbing headlines and cutting crime thanks to their work with a range of partners, including Newham Council
Newham Police’s proactive licensing/ enforcement team is a crime crushing mix of detectives and uniformed officers. Over the past year, their work has resulted in a 67 per cent decrease in grievous bodily harm and significant reductions in anti-social behaviour associated with venues including pubs and clubs, bookmakers and shisha lounges
Det Insp John Cushion puts their success down to proactive policing, tougher enforcement and excellent partnership work. He said: “The team was set up to address violence in pubs and clubs, but this has expanded to cover a range of premises where anti-social behaviour and crime can be an issue
We work closely with partnership organisations, the council and the UK Border Agency. By pooling our resources and working together, we’re saving money and using our individual powers to take immediate action to address concerns. With the council, this can mean anything from referring unruly pubs to the licensing committee, where their licence could be revoked, to accompanying council officers on underage sale operations, where test purchases on items, including knives and alcohol, are carried out.”

The team’s approach is being used as a national example of good practice, with forces like Manchester. The team also recently received a special recognition award at the Metropolitan Police Service Annual Awards 2011
Council cracks down

Under age sale, raids on late night food premises and using our powers to assist the police with brothel closures: these are just a handful of instances where we’ve assisted the police in cutting crime.

Cllr Unmesh Desai, executive member for crime and ASB, said: “Legislation like the Town and Country Planning Act (1990) gives us greater control over issues that disturb the public. If a building or piece of land is causing a nuisance, we have powers to issue stop notices leading to closure of these premises. We work in tandem with the police to help quash crime and ASB and improve the quality of life for our residents.
