Parent Governors
Who are parent governors?
Parent governors or representative parents are elected from among the parents whose children attend your school. Depending on the size of the school there will be between two and five representative parents on each governing body and hold offices from two years to four years. .

What do parent governors do?
Governing bodies are made up of several groups of governors. Parent governors are one of these groups. Although each group may have its own identity, they have no powers as separate groups. Decisions can only be made when the whole governing body works together.

Parent governors are representative of the parents who elected them, but they are not delegates. This means that they do not have to take instructions from other parents on how to vote. However, parent governors have a duty to act for what they see to be the best interests of the school. They also have a duty to listen to the views of parents and to report these to the head teacher or the governing body. Parent governors can report governing body decisions to parents providing these are not confidential.

Governing bodies are accountable to parents and provides information to parents through the School about the major decisions taken.

How do I stand for election?
To be elected as a parent governor you must have a child registered at the school. If there is a vacancy at your child’s school, you will receive a nomination leaflet just after the start of term. These leaflets are sent out via pupils. 

To stand for election you should complete the nomination form sent to you and return this to your school before the deadline shown at the form. Nomination forms that are received after the deadline will not be considered. You are invited to submit a personal statement with your nomination form. This must be of not more than 100 words. If there is a need for an election a copy of your statement will be sent to all parents with the ballot papers. The candidate who polls the most votes wins the election.
