Minutes of Last Meeting held on 23 November 2010

1. How the meeting will run

Maggie Hill welcomed members of the Youth Council as the Chair was delayed.
2. Youth Council house rules

Youth Councillors discussed topical issues that they might consider campaigning on as well as campaigns currently being run by other young people. 

6. Campaign wish list

Youth Councillors decided on a wish list of outcomes that they would like to achieve during their term in office:

· United Newham (Cross-generation working)

· More street bins

· Get EMA reinstated

· Create more jobs for young people

· Community artwork

· Improve youth mental health

· Make transport more reliable transport

· Make young people feel good about themselves

· Create more facilities for young people

· Address global warming and climate change

· Work to make Newham streets cleaner (especially in Stratford) this could include more recycling bins, getting rid of cigarette butts, chewing gum

· Ensuring the Olympics stadium remains part of the Newham community

· Create more  youth activities, workshops and clubs

· Ensure Newham residents are involved in the 2012 Games as athletes, volunteers etc 

It was agreed that Youth Councillors would consider ideas for further campaigning on these issues for the next meeting.
