Who we are
London Borough of Newham (LBN) is registered with the Information Commissioner’s Office (ICO) as a ‘Data Controller’ This privacy notice applies to you (‘the service user’) and LBN (‘the Council’). The Council takes the privacy of your information very seriously. 

This privacy notice relates to our functions relating to people with learning disabilities in receipt of ASC who are at increased risk of hospitalization and poor health outcomes if they contract flu. What data do we process
We process your NHS number.

Why we collect your data
We collect your data so that we can identify you correctly and match your details to your health and care records. 

The lawful basis for processing your data
The lawful basis we use to process your data as set out in UK data protection legislation is: 

Article 6(e) Public task: the processing is necessary for us to perform a task in the public interest or for our official functions, and the task or function has a clear basis in law.

The relevant law is The Health & Social Care Act 2015.

How your data will be used
Your data will be used to book flu vaccines and the annual NHS health check.

Who we will share your data with
We will only share your data with Woodgrange Medical Practice for the purposes of booking the flu vaccine and your annual health check.

How long we will keep the shared data
We will keep the shared data safe and secure for a period of 1 month. After this time, it will be securely destroyed.  

How do we protect your data
We comply with all laws concerning the protection of personal information and have security measures in place to reduce the risk of theft, loss, destruction, misuse or inappropriate disclosure of information. Staff access to information is provided on a need-to-know basis and we have access controls in place to help with this.
