The proclamation ceremony
began with opening remarks by
Deputy Lieutenant John Barber,
followed by Mayor Rokhsana Fiaz
reading the official proclamation,

issued by the Privy Council, of
King Charles” accession. It paid
tribute to the late Queen and
announced the reign of King
Charles Ill as our new monarch.
Allin attendance then joined
together to sing the national
anthem, God Save The King,
accompanied by the band for
the 282 (East Ham) Squadron RAF
Cadets. The Mayor then led the
crowd in three cheers for the new
King to round off a truly historic,
and memorable occasion.




FLECTING

On the eve of Her Late Majesty’s State Funeral residents, from across the
borough, came together for the National Moment of Reflection to share
tributes and observe the one minute silence.

In memory of Her
Late Majesty Queen
Elizabeth II, following
her sad death Deputy
Lieutenant John Barber
joined the Chair of
Council, Councillor
Winston Vaughan,
myself, councillors,
residents and guests for a special event organised for
Newham’s Moment of Reflection, coordinated with
events across the UK.

The event took place on Sunday 18 September, the
eve of the State Funeral, at East Ham Town Hall where
we heard wonderful multi-faith tributes about her life of
duty and service; were moved by prayers and hymns in her
memory and observed a one minute silence concluding
with a majestic lighting display.

There is a profound loss felt by millions of people across
our nation, the Commonwealth and around the world,
Her Majesty’s 70 years of unwavering duty and dedicated
service to our country will forever be remembered, as well
her grace and dignity.

Throughout the period of national mourning so many
residents across our borough came together to both
remember and celebrate the life of Her Late Majesty
The Queen because, for so many of us, she has been
a constant in our lives over the decades of hope and
challenge.

Thousands of residents signed the books of condolence
which we made available in libraries and venues across
the borough.

All the
books of condolence have been collated by the Council,
with future displays planned as part of our heritage
plans to showcase the historical records kept in our local
archives.

During her Golden Jubilee in 2002 she came to Green
Street and was welcomed rapturously by thousands
of local residents reflecting the beautiful diversity of
Newham. Who'll ever forget her epic duo with Daniel
Craig’s James Bond screened at the Opening Ceremony of
the London 2012 Olympic Games which delighted millions;
and her 2016 visit to Lister Community School in Plaistow
was a testament to The Queen’s Trust’s charitable efforts
in supporting young people.

We are at an historic moment in our country’s history as
we say farewell to our longest serving monarch. With the
accession of His Majesty King Charles Ill we are also at the
dawn of a new reign and a new Carolean era.

In April 2022, Her Majesty

STATE FUNERAL

Lorna Jackson MBE,
Headteacher of Maryland
School in Stratford, is the
longest serving Newham
headteacher. Lorna was
one of only 183 civilians
recognised in the Queen’s
Platinum Jubilee Honours
and was invited to attend
the Queen’s State Funeral
on 19 September.

After receiving a call from
the Cabinet Office on 10
September while at the
hairdressers, Mrs Jackson

received her invitation
(with protocols and dress
code) hand delivered by
a member of the Royal
Household to her home
address.

There was feeling of
wonder at the spectacular
event, with unforgettable
personal moments like
witnessing the Royal Family
being moved to tears. To
be amongst foreign royalty
and world leaders in the
procession, honouring the
Queen of England on her
final journey was incredible.
