INJUNCTION ORDER


PENAL NOTICE
[bookmark: _Hlk153524017][bookmark: _Hlk153547948]If you, PERSONS UKNOWN, being any person entering or remaining at any time in the duration of this Order enclosed and fenced land known as Barrington’s Playing Fields, Barrington Road, LONDON E12 6JH (‘Barrington Playing Fields’), edged in red in the plan annexed to this Order, whether by yourselves or by instructing, assisting or encouraging any other person, disobey this Order you may be found guilty of contempt of Court and may be sent to prison or fined or your assets may be seized.

IMPORTANT:-

NOTICE TO DEFENDANTS

This Order requires you to do, and prevents you from doing, the respective acts set out in the Order.  You should read it all carefully.  You are advised to consult a Solicitor as soon as possible. You have a right to ask the Court to vary or discharge this Order.

BEFORE the Honourable Mr Justice Sweeting, sitting in the King’s Bench Division of the High Court of Justice on 31st May 2024 at 10:45 am;

UPON THE COURT CONSIDERING the Claimant’s skeleton argument, the Part 8 Claim Form, the Application Notice for the interim injunction, the witness statements of Miss Louise Wilcox dated 30st May 2024 and the exhibits attached thereto, in which Miss Wilcox gave evidence that trespassers had attended and occupied Barrington Playing Fields on 24th May 2024 and remained there at the date on which she made the statement;  

AND UPON the application of the Claimant for an interim injunction against the defendant persons unknown 

WITHOUT NOTICE TO THE DEFENDANTS but on informal notice to those Persons Unknown now occupying the said Barrington Playing Fields through Miss Louise Wilcox, Head of Parks and Open Spaces at the Claimant Council, attending the entrance to Barrington Playing Fields at 8:56 pm on 30th May 2024 and affixing draft copies of the unissued Claim Form, unissued Application Notice, Draft Order, Witness Statement of Miss Wilcox and Exhibits to the fence by one of the entrances to the site at Barrington’s Road (there being another entrance at Millais Avenue); and, having done so, permitting two men standing outside the gates, which were unlocked, to take the copies of the documents, which they then did and took them onto the site, the Court being informed of the same at the hearing on 31st May 2024 in the presence of Miss Wilcox;

AND UPON the Court being informed that the site was inspected at around 9:25 am on 31st May 2024 and that the trespassers appeared to have vacated the site;

AND UPON the Claimant having been unable to issue the Claim and Application before the hearing but undertaking to do so as soon as practicable;

AND UPON HEARING FROM Mr Francis Hoar, Counsel to the Claimant, the Defendants not attending or being represented; 


IT IS ORDERED THAT:

1. You, the said PERSONS UNKOWN, whether by yourselves or by instructing, assisting or encouraging any other person, shall not:
(a) Enter, without the permission of the Claimant;
(b) Occupy, or continue to occupy, in any way, including by occupying any structure on, or setting up an encampment on or in;
(c) Bring onto and/or leave any caravans, mobile home, pick-up truck, van or lorry and/or any associated vehicles on; 
(d) Leave any waste material on; and/or
(e) Cause, or continue to cause, any nuisance by reason of any unauthorised occupation, trespass or in any other way on or in;
any part of the of Barrington Playing Fields, being the Land identified on the plan attached to this order edged red.

AND THE COURT FURTHER ORDERS AND DIRECTS THAT:

Return Date
2. This matter shall be listed for further consideration and directions hearing on 2nd July 2024 with a time estimate of one hour, to consider whether the Order should be continued and what further directions are being sought or may be appropriate in relation to next steps in these proceedings including in relation to any further applications which may have been made at that time.

Service, advertisement of the order and committal proceedings
3. This Order shall be served by the Claimant on those of the Defendant’s presently occupying the said Barrington Playing Fields by the following alternative method, namely by affixing a copy of each page of this Order (including the said plan) in a prominent place at both entrances to the said Barrington Playing Fields at Barrington Road and Millais Avenue and by publishing the Part 8 Claim Form, the Application Notice for the interim injunction, the witness statements of Miss Louise Wilcox dated 30th May 2024 and the exhibits attached thereto and the Claimant’s Skeleton Argument dated 30th May 2024 on an online link and affixing a letter to the said Barrington Playing Fields directing any person affected or potentially affected by this Order to read and consider the papers published therein and informing them that they may attend the hearing ordered at paragraph 2 of this Order in person or represented to make any representation about whether the order should continue and the terms of the order and that they may apply for the order to be discharged in pursuance with the terms of this Order;

4. The Claimant shall, as soon as reasonably practicable, publish the said online link on a page on its website, making clear that any person affected by this Order has the right to apply to court to have it varied or set aside, without having to show that circumstances have changed and informing them of the matters set out in paragraph 3 of this Order;

5. Any committal application issued in respect of a breach of this injunction Order may be supported by witness statements incorporating statements of truth in place of affidavits.

Variation or discharge of this order
6. This Order shall remain in force until further order.

7. Any of the parties may apply to the Court at any time to vary or discharge this Order but if they wish to do so they must first inform the other affected parties or their solicitors in writing at least two full working days hours beforehand, which, in respect of the Claimant, may be by email to the Claimants solicitors, at Legal.Services@onesource.co.uk
