Together, we’ll consider how communities, especially in 
Newham, can build knowledge and embrace the exciting 
possibilities within this evolving landscape. This event 
coincides with the start of British Science Week 2025, making 
it the perfect moment to champion innovation, inclusion, and 
action among women and girls.
